Mark:  “Jesus Christ, the Servant of God” 
 
Type: History, 2nd book of the Gospels1 
 

 
Author: Mark (in Rome) 
 
Date: AD 60-65 
 
Content: John Mark was a companion of the apostle Paul. He finally settled in Rome where he wrote 

down the remembrances of the apostle Peter. Thus Mark’s Gospel reflects the words of an 
eyewitness of the events he describes. Mark’s purpose was to put together an expanded 
Gospel message. Hence it centers upon the acts of Jesus rather than His words and devotes 
a disproportionately large amount of material to the last week of Jesus’ life. Mark’s Gospel 
begins with Jesus’ public ministry and preaching of the gospel of the Kingdom of God.  
Several explicit predictions of His coming death are made (Mark 8:31; 9:31; 10:33-34, 45) and 
then Jesus goes to the cross to die for the sins of the world. 

 
Theme: Mark depicts Jesus as the Servant of God who came to do God’s will. The miracles, healings, 

victory over demons, and personal power show the world that Jesus was no ordinary servant, 
but was truly the Son of God (Mark 15:39). Jesus’ resurrection authenticated all that He did 
and now we await His return to glory from heaven. Mark also wrote to encourage the Roman 
Christians in a time of persecution.3 
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Old Testament 

Introduction to Leviticus 
 
 
ÒOne of the stubbornly enduring habits of the human race is to insist on 
domesticating God...we try to reduce God to a size that conveniently fits our 
plans and ambitions and tastes. But our Scriptures are even more stubborn in 
telling us that we can't do it. God cannot be fit into our plans, we must fit into his. 
We can't use GodÐGod is not a tool or appliance or credit cardÉ The first thing 
that strikes us as we read Leviticus is that this holy God is actually present with 
us and virtually every detail of our lives is affected by his presenceÉ The second 
thing is that God provides a way to bring everything in and about us into his holy 
presence. Once we realize this, the seemingly endless details and instructions of 
Leviticus become signposts of good news to us:  God cares that much about the 
details of our lives, willing everything in and about us into the transformation that 
St Paul commended in Romans 12:1-2.Ó

Levit icus: A handbook for the priests and Levites illustrating their duties in worship and a guidebook of 

holy living for the Hebrews 
 
Type: History, 3rd book of the Pentateuch1 
 

 
 
Author: Moses 
 
Date: 1420 or 1220 BC 
 
Content: The book of Leviticus was designed to be a handbook for the priests or Levites, hence the 

name Leviticus.  It sets down the regulations that were to govern the life of Israel in general 
and specifically to give regulations concerning sacrifice and worship.  All of the major 
sacrifices are described, as well as the way they were to be offered.  All of the major festivals 
and holidays were discussed.  There are also special sections devoted to priesthood and 
regulations concerning ceremonial matters. 

 
Theme: The central theme of this book is that God has provided a way for atonement to be made by 

the offering of sacrificial blood.  This whole system found its fulfillment in the shedding of 
Christ’s blood as the one great sacrifice for the sins of the world.  Leviticus also shows that 
worship is to be orderly and is to follow a regular pattern.3 

 
Additional Books from Time Period:  Exodus, Numbers
