Quke is a most vigorous champion of the outsider. An outsider himself, the

only Gentile in an all-Jewish cast of New Testament writers, he shows how
Jesus includes those who typically were treated as outsiders by the religious
establishment of the day: women, common laborers, the racially different, the
poor.

Luke was a physician and a traveling companion of the Apostle Paul. He wrote his Gospel for
a cultured Greek named Theophilus (Luke 1:3) in order to show the true humanity of Jesus
and His place in history. For this reason Luke was careful to examine all the evidence very
carefully and give precise dates for the events that took place. He begins with an account of
Jesus’ virgin birth, giving many details not found elsewhere. Jesus’ Galilean ministry is
described, followed by a lengthy account of Jesus’ trip to Jerusalem. After Jesus’ death and
resurrection, the disciples are left rejoicing, waiting for the promised power of God from
heaven to fill them.

Whereas Matthew shows Jesus to be the Jewish Messiah and Mark shows Jesus as the
servant of God, Luke depicts Jesus as the perfect God-man whose genealogy may be traced
back to Adam (Luke 3:23-38). Jesus is the greatest man in history and is placed within the
flow of world events by Luke. He is the greatest man because of what He taught, what He did,
why He died—and because He rose again from the dead. For this reason we ought to accept
Him as our Lord.?
