After the death of Moses, the leadership of the nation passed into the hands of Joshua and he
was their commander-in-chief throughout the entire time of conquest when Israel was taking
over the land.

While still in the plains of Moab, Joshua mobilized his forces and prepared them for battle.
After this they crossed the Jordan River and the battle began. There were three campaigns
fought, one in the north and one in the central region, and one in the south, and all are
described, though not fully. After the initial victories, the land was divided among the various
tribes of Israel. Joshua then exhorted the people and died in peace.

The book of Joshua shows that God is true to his promise. He had promised His people a land
and they were now entering in to possess it. However, it was not automatic; God required of
them that they actively engage in warfare in order to gain what He had given them. God’s
judgmer31t upon the sin of the Canaanites in the form of Israel’'s armies is also a prominent
feature.
