Introduction to Acts

“The story of Jesus doesn’t end with Jesus. It continues in the lives of those
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who believe in him. The supernatural does not stop with Jesus. Luke makes it
clear that these Christians he wrote about were no more spectators of Jesus than
Jesus was a spectator of God--they are in on the action of God, God acting in
them, God living in them. Which also means, of course, in us.”

Acts: "The spread of the Gospel to all the known world"
Type: History

The book of Acts is a continuation of the Gospel of Luke where Luke intends to show that what
Jesus began on earth, He continues to do in the life of the church. The book begins with the
apostles being filled with the power of God and preaching to great effect, three thousand being
saved in one day (Acts 2:41). The life of the church in Jerusalem, the spread of the gospel of
Samaria, the activities of the apostle Peter, and the persecution of the early Christians is then
described. The focus then shifts to the apostle Paul and his missionary activity in the Gentile
territory. His three missionary journeys are treated in some detail, ending with Paul’s trip to
Rome where the book ends. Some scholars suggest that Luke intended to write a third
volume that would have described Paul’s release, further travels, arrest and death.

Acts is written to show the spread of the gospel from Jewish to Gentile territory (Acts 1:8).

The good news that Jesus died and rose again could not be confined to one corner of the
world, but was intended by God for all. To that end God empowered His people so that they
could accomplish their task. The Holy Spirit is that empowering agent. The sovereign control
of God over all things is seen in the triumph of the gospel over paganism and persecution; and
although it may cost many their lives (even Peter and Paul, whose lives are described in Acts),
ultimate victory is assured through Jesus our Lord.?
