Introduction to 2 Kings

2 Kings:  "Fate awaits those who refuse to make God their true leader"  
 
Type: History 

 
 
Author: Unknown 
 
Date: 6th century BC 
 
Content:  Second Kings covers a period of approximately 250 years during the time when two national 

tragedies occurred.  In 722 BC the northern kingdom of Israel was destroyed by the Assyrians, 
and in 586 BC the southern kingdom of Judah was destroyed by the Babylonians.  The reigns 
of various kings are described in some detail with care being taken to show the spiritual 
significance of what they were doing.  Throughout this whole time of good and bad kings, war 
and peace, prosperity and ruin, God is seen to be at work, in particular sending prophets to 
preach His word and warm of judgment to come. 

 
Theme: God’s control over the affairs of men and nations is constantly seen throughout this book.  The 

rulers of men may think they are in control, but even the enemies of God’s people fit into 
God’s plan by executing judgment n the wayward nations of Israel and Judah.  It must be 
stressed that sin invariably brings judgment upon the people and righteousness brings God’s 
blessing.  Second Kings also shows that God never sends judgment without a warning first; in 
this instance, the warning came through the prophets who were sent.3
