“The letter to the Romans is a piece of exuberant and passionate thinking.

What’s 
behind all this and where is it going?  These are the questions that drive Paul’s thinking [as he] weaves 
them into this letter that has become the premier document of Christian theology.”

Romans:   Being right with God through faith in Christ  
 
Type: Pauline Epistles 
 

 
 
Author: Paul the Apostle 

 
Date: A.D. 57 or 58 
 
Content:   Paul was in Corinth on his third missionary journey and was planning to go to Rome, but had 

never been there before.  This letter was written to introduce himself to the church and to 
summarize his theological teachings.  For the latter reason, it is the most systematically 
organized letter of Paul.  He begins by showing the universal sin of man.  Neither Gentile nor 
Jew has any legitimate claim upon God because sin has invalidated any appeal.  But God in 
His mercy stepped in, while we were yet sinners, and opened the way back to Himself 
(Romans 5:8).  From this may come a victorious Christian life.  Paul deals with the place of 
Jews in GodÕs plan (Romans 9-11), concluding with a series of ethical exhortations. 

 
Theme: The righteousness of God, His righteous dealings with the world, and the righteous plan of      

salvation are the focus of this book.  God is seen to be the great and holy God of the universe 
who cannot relax His laws because they are based upon His nature.  But consistent with those 
laws, He devised a plan of salvation for Jew and Gentile alike what sent His Son down from 
heaven to die for the sins of the world.  Now anyone who trusts in Jesus will be saved 
(Romans 10:9) and be given the power of God over sin in his life.  From God and His love 
nothing can separate the believer (Rom. 8:38-39).3 
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
