Introduction to 1 Corinthians 
 
 
ÒWhen people become Christians, they donÕt at the same moment become 
nice.  This always comes as something of a surprise.  Conversion to Christ 
and His ways doesnÕt automatically furnish a person with impeccable manners and suitable morals.  
PaulÕs first letter to the Corinthians is a classic of pastoral response [to this]: affectionate, firm, clear, and 
unwavering in the conviction that God among them, revealed in Jesus and present in His Holy Spirit, 
continued to be the central issue of their lives, regardless of how much of a mess they made of things.Ó

1 Corinthians:  Christian lifestyle in a Pagan society  
 
Type: Pauline Epistles 
 

 
 
Author:  Paul the Apostle 
 
Date:  A.D. 55 
 
Content:  Paul has established a church in the Greek city of Corinth on his secondary missionary 

journey (Acts 18:1-8), but things had gone very badly after his departure.  He felt it necessary 
to write them concerning the many problems that had arisen.  They were challenging his 
apostleship, abusing the LordÕs Supper, wondering about eating meat sacrificed to idols, going 
to court against one another, condoning immorality, denying the resurrection, arguing about 
marriageÑ to name a few of the problems.  Paul felt that he had to deal with the situation, lest 
everything in Corinth fall to pieces.  As Paul more or less systematically goes through those 
problems, he touches upon many of the fundamental teachings of the faith. 

 
Theme: PaulÕs major purpose in writing this letter was to correct some glaring abuses in the church at 

Corinth, showing the importance of how we live.   It is not enough to say that we are 
Christians, we must also act like Christians.  Not to do so is to bring dishonor upon the name of 
Christ.  Paul also stresses the all-sufficiency of Christ for the believer.  In Christ we are made 
pure, holy, and acceptable to God (1 Corinthians 1:30). 3

Introduction to Ezra 
 
 
ÒHistory had not treated the people of Israel well and they were in decline.  A 
superpower military machine, Babylon, had battered them and then, leaving 
their city and temple a mound of rubble, hauled them off into exile.  Now, 128 years later, a few Jews 
back in Jerusalem had been trying to put the pieces back together decade after weary decade.  But it was 
not going well at all.  They were hanging on by their fingernails.  And then Ezra arrivedÉ. Because of 
Ezra, Israel made it throughÉE zra engaged them in the worship of God, the most all-absorbing, 
comprehensive act in which men and women can engage.  This is how our God-formed identities become 
most deeply embedded in us.Ó

Ezra:  Beginning again, by building the second temple  
 
Type: Historical 
 

 
 
Author: Ezra 

 
Date: 5th Century BC 
 
Content:   The book of Ezra deals with the return of the Israelites to the land of Palestine after their 

captivity in Babylon.  After describing the first return and how the work on the Temple was 
begun, the author tells us the problems that arose.  After a great deal of trouble and early 
failure, the Temple was finally finished and rededicated to the glory of God.  The ministry of 
Ezra is described in some detail, stressing the intercession that he made to God for the 
wayward people of the restored community. 

 
Theme: When the people of Israel returned home they saw this as the fulfillment of the promise of 

God.  God had said he would never abandon His people, and although they were judged for 
their sin God never stopped loving them.  That God should care for the world to this degree is 
the deepest of mysteries. God desires our worship in return for His love, however.  This may 
be seen in that He sent the prophets Haggai and Zechariah to speed the rebuilding of the 
Temple after the people, in discouragement, had ceased to work upon it. 3
