Galatians: Justification by faith alone
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Paul the Apostle
A.D. 48 or 49

Paul had preached to the inhabitants of Galatia on his first missionary journey (Acts 13:14-
14:23). Shortly after his departure, a group of Jewish believers arrived to insist that the
Gentile Christians submit to the laws of Moses in order to be saved. Paul writes to combat
this error by showing that Abraham, who lived four hundred years before the giving of the law,
was saved by faith in the gospel—so how could it be argued that the law could either save a
man or make a believer in Christ more perfect? Paul couples this with a vigorous defense of
himself as an apostle and with a discussion of how a Christian ought to live.

Paul energetically defends the truth of the gospel, which is that man is saved by the grace of
God through faith in Christ and nothing else. Any other teaching is a perversion of the truth of
God (Gal. 1:7). We are made right in the sight of God by faith (Gal. 2:16) and become the
people of God (sons of Abraham) in the same way, by faith (Gal. 3:7). Because we are free in
Christ, we must never allow anyone to drag us back to the idea of working for our salvation,
but must live out the gospel. This involves submission to the Spirit of God (Gal. 5:16) and
loving our neighbor as ourselves (Gal. 5:14) 3
