Content: Malachi was sent as a prophet to the restored community at a time when the spiritual zeal of
the people was at a dangerously low ebb. Nehemiah and Ezra had begun some necessary
ritual and political reforms, and Malachi was directing the people to give serious attention to
their spiritual problems. The basic problems that Malachi discusses concern the corruption of
the priests, the neglect of God’s Temple, and personal sins at home. He ends his book with
prophecy concerning the coming Messiah and his forerunner, John the Baptist (called Elijah
here). Thus the Old Testament ends looking toward what God would do in the New
Testament.

Theme: The people have not learned the lesson of the exile. They had been sent into captivity
because of their sins and now they were doing the same things all over again. Divorce was
common, the people were selfish and insincere, the temple was being neglected, and a
general spiritual decline was to be noted everywhere. Malachi blames the religious leaders
because they, of all people, should have known what God required®
